Dear Spartans, 

 My name is Abii-Tah Chungong Bih and I currently serve as your Student Body 
President. First I deeply appreciate you for considering a run for your college seat in the 
General Assembly at ASMSU. When I first tried to represent my college in the General 
Assembly, I was only a few weeks old at MSU and in the US. My desire to empower my 
peers was uncontainable but I was steeped in dread. I thought that I was neither smart 
nor eloquent nor knowledgeable nor connected enough to represent my college. I still 
remember the colossal amounts of courage that I summoned to take this same step you 
are about to take. Even though I did not get the seat after my first attempt, my resolve 
to serve picked me up, dusted my clothes, and pushed me to run again. It was only after 
my second try that I won a seat as the James Madison representation. That same seat 
equipped me with the experience, tools, and values that I utilize every day as I lead the 
Undergraduate Spartan community as the student body president.

Before Completing your application and 
declaration of candidacy 
1. Before applying for a seat, please confirm with the MSU Registrar’s Office 

or Student Info of your CURRENT college enrollment.  You may only run for 
a seat for which you hold a current MAJOR within.

2. Please note that the ASMSU General Assembly meets every Thursday night. 
The meeting alternates between committees and a full General Assembly 
meeting. Accommodations will be made for any student who is not 
currently on-campus or in the local area.

3. We highly recommend that you review the ASMSU Constitution and Code 
of Operations prior to declaring your candidacy. These documents include 
important information about the organization and your participation.  You 
will be asked to abide by this code during and after your campaign.

Steps to completing your application and 
declaration of candidacy 
1. Once completed, you will be provided an individual link for your petition. As 

a reminder, you must receive at least 25 signatures from students who are 
within your college.  These signatures will be recorded on a google form.  
Students must sign-in to this Google Form with their MSU NETID and 
Password in order to sign the petition.

2. * Please note that the College of Music requires 13 signatures and College of 
Vet Med requires 11
